[By car]

20 minutes from Shuzeniji IC to Heda Pass, and 5 minutes from the
five-way infersection of the pass via Kinkanzan 2nd Tunnel.

*When searching for the address, a route climbing from the sea side
of Numazu City may be displayed. The road is narrow and there are
many points where two-way traffic is not possible, so be sure to
choose the route going down from the Heda Pass mountain side.

[Public transportation]

From Mishima Station on the Tokaido Line, take the Izu Hakone
Railway to Shuzeniji Station for 37 min. From Shuzenji Station, take
Tokai Bus bound for Heda (Heda Village) to Heda Toge (Heda Pass),
for 27 min. Approximately 40 minutes on foot from Heda-Toge bus
stop.

[On arrival]

Please follow the directions of the staff at the A site entrance and
check in at either A site or B site. We will provide you with
information on camping locations and shift selection.

TIME SCHEDULE
Before the event : Camp ground is fully booked for Oct 28-29.

Request early entry for setting up theme camps before gafe opening.

Only Temple or Phoenix crew can get in early if not for theme camps.
Thursday Nov 2 : Gate opens at 9AM.

Saturday Nov 4 : Fire performance and Phoenix Burn starts from
9PM.

*Time schedule for Phoenix burn may be rescheduled for weather
conditions.

Sunday Nov 5 : Gate closes at 6PM. MOOP sweep starts in the
morning.

BASIC INFRASTRUCTURES AT THE CAMPING GROUND
There are flush toilets and temporary toilets at the campsite.

You can wash your hands and brush your teeth next fo the toilet.
No drinking water available af the camping ground. Please boil the
spring water at the hand washing station before using or bring
bottled water.

Please empty leftover food and liquids into a colander in the gray
water tank, and do not pour solids or oil into the hand washing
stafion.

Lighting within the venue and between sites is minimal, so bring
your own lights.

There will be no nighttime road closures this year. The forest
roads between sites are also used by general vehicles, so be sure
to bring a light with you when traveling.

The campground store is not operational during the event.
Prepare everything you need in advance and bring it with you.
You are free to enter and exit the event.

Cell phone connection is difficult in most areas.

Unfortunately, pets are not allowed.
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SOUND POLICY
Sound camp requires pre-registration and sound can only be played in
Asite.
Please note that you must follow the sound output check before the
venue opens and the volume adjustment by the location owner.
BGM can be played on speakers up to 10w at site B.
When playing live instruments, please be careful not to overhear at the
neighbor camp ground “Shimin no mori”. Performance time is from
10:00 to 17:00.

FIRE SAFETY
Open fires are prohibited. When using a bonfire stand or BBQ stove,
please be sure to cover the ground with bonfire sheets or bricks to
avoid spilling charcoal or leaving burn marks.
Cinders and ashes can be disposed of in the drum next to the toilet.
Be sure to assign at least one person to manage the fire. If no one is
around, rangers may extinguish the fire while patrolling.
Propane and generators are prohibited in open camping areas.
The area around Phoenix at Site B will be designated as an area for fire
performance.
Do not walk in the forest or on roads with torches that are still lit.

LEAVE NO TRACE
There are no trash cans within the campgrounf. Please take everything
you brought home with you, including trash.
Only wood can be burned after the Phoenix Burn site until 6 a.m. It's
not a garbage dump.
The only other items that can be collected at the location are bonfire
cinders and ashes (in the drum next to the toilet) and gray water (in the
gray water tank). Be prepared fo avoid creating anything you can't
dispose of.
Do not put trash or sewage into flush toilets or temporary toilets as
they may overflow.
If you are using the train, please drop off your bags of trash af Vspot in
A Site or af First Camp in B Site.

ONE BURNER ONE SHIFT
Burning Japan is made of volunteers. There are many shifts that any
participant can enjoy, such as guiding the venue, directing cars, lighting
torches, and watching over fires.Please fill a shift at the fime of check in.

ASK FIRST
Ask before you take a picture. Red wrist band with “NO PHOTO"" indicates
that the participant doesn't like to be photographed or shared on SNS.
Consent matters not only for photographs but also to all the other
activities.

MEDICAL STATION
If you need first aid, please ask at Vspot in A site or at First camp in B
site. We will connect you with medical volunteers. If more than first aid is
needed, the patient will be taken o the nearest medical facility.
